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     In addition to their many other 
responsibilities ITMI’s Richard 
and Brooke Nungesser lead the 
Bread of Life ministry, a vital proc-
ess of transforming homeless peo-
ple into productive Polish citizens. 
Their no nonsense approach incor-
porates a skillful blend of tender-
ness and tough- love. The work of 
BoL has grown both successfully 
and remarkably in the last two 
years. Funds have been raised to 
purchase property for a New Life 
Center (NLC) that will serve as an 
evangelistic venue and transition 
home. But it is more work than they 
can handle. They need help. Not 
surprisingly God has come to the 
rescue! 
     Richard writes with great enthu-
siasm about their new co-worker, 
Dawid Karel. Dawid [“w” in Po-
land is pronounced like our “v”] 

comes from a family of 
believers. His father 
and cousin are cur-
rently pastors. Both of 
his grandfathers were 
pastors. This is excep-
tional in a country 
where less than 1% of 
the population are 
born-again Christians.  
     While studying 
abroad at a Bible col-
lege in Tennessee, 
Dawid met his lovely 
wife, Aura, a lawyer 
from Venezuela. To-
gether they are passionate about 
sharing the Good News of Christ 
in Poland. 
     Dawid’s role with Bread of 
Life is 3-fold; he directs the NLC 
and the ministry in both Poznan 
and Kalisz (a 21/2-hour drive). Of-
fice space and consultation rooms 
have been provided in both cities. 
He has helped BoL acquire ap-
proximately $13,000 worth of 
computer equipment for the cen-
ters for less than two grand. Plus 
BoL received nearly $5,000 of 
office furniture for free! Richard 

says, “We NEED him. You’ll love 
him! He’s a bulldozer!”  
     Aura had been involved in BoL 
for the past year and a half as a 
volunteer in the breakfast program 
“Holy Start” when Richard first 
approached Dawid with the invita-
tion to join the ministry team full-
time. He held a secure and well-
paid job in Poznan. “He diligently 
sought the Lord about it,” Richard 
remembers.  
     With unemployment at nearly 
20% in Poland, it was a big step of 
faith for Dawid to leave his com-
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David was a refugee along with his mighty men in a dry and thirsty land. They had successfully eluded the relent-
less pursuit of Saul. From his command HQ in the cave of Adullam, he wistfully craved some of the cool refreshing water 
from his hometown well by the gate. Three mighty men exchanged glances knowingly and one by one excused themselves 
from his presence. Stealthily they penetrated the Philistine lines, entered Bethlehem and boldly drew water from the well 
and brought it to their future king.  
     Overcome with gratitude, David poured it out before the LORD. 1 Chron. 11:18 This was self-denial. He that would command 
others must first of all command himself. It was an act of devotion: water thought too precious for his own consumption 
(considering the great risk taken by his friends to obtain it) was offered to the LORD.  
     Let us be alert for a similar sacrifice we can make for Him.  
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
