Jim LaRose, ITMI’s newest 
teacher-appointee to work with 
Rev. Piotr Zaremba has com-
pleted his first six months in 
Poznan. He has been involved in 
a wide variety of evangelistic out-
reach including Good News Club 
meetings, teaching English to Pol-
ish students (11 lessons weekly), 
tutoring American missionary 
children three mornings a week in 
the basics (reading, writing, sci-
ence and math) and preparing for 
this summer’s English Language 
Evangelism camp.  
     During the brief summer 
school-break he jetted back to his 
hometown in Washington State 
where he was virtually sleepless 
in Seattle. Working night and day 

he organized a cargo container for 
shipment of 12 pallets (each 
stacked 4-feet high) with school 
supplies for Poland. The inven-
tory included 6,000 books, teach-
ing aids, school and camp equip-
ment, plus donated items useful in 
his overseas work.  
     Somehow in the maze of his 
first six months he managed to 
battle the bureaucracy and acquire 
his Polish Residency Card – 
“Don’t leave home without it.”  
     Richard and Brooke 
Nungesser have found a less ex-
pensive apartment in Poznan with 
advantages other than economic. 
It’s new, not in the ghetto and 
only a short (6-minute) bus ride 
outside of town and near a lake. 
The only problem: its unfur-
nished. 
     Richard’s sister, Coralanne, 
joined the dynamic duo for minis-
try this past summer. She taught 
English, helped with the Interna-
tional Church, prayed for prosti-
tutes, helped with the Bread of 
Life Ministry (to the homeless), 
worked at the summer camp and 
generally made Poland a happier 
place because she cared enough to 
be obedient to God's call.   

     After a typical Bread of Life 
meeting (with the thieves, alcohol-
ics and glue sniffers) one Friday 
last month, Richard was heading 
home on the bus. He was loaded 
down with his backpack, two bags 
of dirty towels from their showers 
(they wash them in their washer at 
home) and a box of books from the 
International Church. The bus was 
packed. Someone unzipped his 
backpack and stole his personal 
computer (Palm Pilot). How 
ironic. He was safer with the 
thieves they befriend at the Bread 
of Life meetings than on a public 
bus. Crime thrives in Poland as 
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elsewhere and our missionaries 
need your daily prayers.  
     Rev.Piotr Zaremba, ITMI’s 
Polish Director, continues to work 
hard on the Polish Bible Translation 
Project. Greek texts are his exper-
tise. The core team of translators 
consists of Prof. Piotr Muchowski 
(Hebrew text), Anna Józak (Greek 
text) and Marta Tylenda, a Polish 
literature expert and renown jour-
nalist. Her job is to makes sure the 
Polish of the translation sounds 
proper. The Gospel of John is al-
ready in its second edition and be-
ing widely used for evangelism in 
Poland.  
     After completing six weeks of 
research on a scholarship at Whea-
ton College this summer, Anna 
Józak, Piotr Zaremba’s valued as-
sistant on the PBTP visited Ron 
and Jane Dissly for a week in Ari-
zona. The Dissly led Anna to Christ 
while they were ITMI missionaries 
in Poland. Ron is currently our Fi-
nancial Officer. They took Anna to 
the Grand Canyon and visited other 
interesting sites. Come back to see 
us Anna and don’t lose your Ari-
zona suntan in Poland. 
 
 

Interest continues in the ongoing 
ministry of Casa Dorca, ITMI’s 
children’s home in the village of 
Prilipet. The Romanian Poor Fund, 
launched by our longtime friend 
Don Christensen, is helping to re-
lieve some serious suffering. Both 
of these ministries have an evangel-
istic content.  
     Dr. Adrian Ban returns with his 
family to Oradea this month after a 
brief visit to the US. He traveled 
with Steve Evers and Bill Bathman 
to Michigan during July and made 

the beginning and build a Christian 
base through evangelization and 
discipleship.   

     ITMI’s Tim Keller experienced 
some God-ordained delays in get-
ting into Sudan on his last trip. 
Some key people he was waiting 
for in Nairobi didn’t arrive due to a 
terrorist-inspired flight cancellation 
by British Airways. Tim redeemed 
the time by conducting a three-day, 
18-lecture Biblical Worldview 
Seminar for some 25 Sudanese 
Church and community leaders liv-
ing in the Kenya capital.  
     When he finally got into Sudan 
his first task was to train five evan-
gelists in the use of Gospel Re-
corder audiovisual kits. Two of the 
evangelists were from the Krongo 
tribe (lately an unreached people-
group) only recently converted, but 
now on fire for Christ.  
     On Sunday Tim preached in one 
of the main Churches in the Nuba 
Mountains. The next week he con-
ducted a Muslim Evangelism 
Workshop for pastors and church 
leaders. Some pastors walked 7 
hours (about 22 miles or 35km) 
one-way to attend. Tim addressed 
the subject of Islam and slavery. 
Five of those attending had relatives 
who had been taken into slavery.  
     Getting out of the Nuba was 
more difficult than getting in. The 
morning he was scheduled to depart 
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many new friends. Thank you for 
remembering his urgent need for a 
car. God has answered your 
prayers. The Bans still need addi-
tional monthly support to supple-
ment his $100 monthly salary as a 
professor at the Emmanuel Univer-
sity.   
 

The SPLA has not returned the 
ITMI vehicle they stole. They have 
not even acknowledged receipt of 
our letter of complaint. The situa-
tion continues to deteriorate among 
the Dinka element of the SPLA. 
Theft is rampant. There is no re-
spect for law and order or for per-
sonal property. One notable NGO 
observed, “The only way [you] can 
do food distribution in the Upper 
Nile [is] with whips and rubber 
hoses!” This is probably because 
they have never been adequately 
evangelized. 
     Neither ITMI or Frontline Fel-
lowship intend to use “whips or 
rubber hoses” but we are putting on 
hold some strategic aid designated 
for development in Dinka con-
trolled areas. We are praying that 
this will leverage the locals to look 
logically at logistics – put your 
house in order!  
     This condition is a recent devel-
opment and may be the result of too 
much aid too soon. It underlines the 
basic principle that the foundation 
on which any valid, long term mis-
sion work is built must be the life-
transforming Gospel of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.  
     “Except a man be born again” 
Jesus told the religious leader on 
that windy night in Jerusalem, “he 
cannot see the kingdom of God.” 
Nor can we expect him to under-
stand the idea of Christian honesty. 
So, with the Dinka we will begin at 
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
